There is also a link to the tutoring center on
the main web site. NOTE: We will NOT be using Canvas in this course other than for communication.

Software: We will be using MyOpenMath (www.myopenmath.com). This is a free online learning
management system in which you will do all your homework. This site will also contain your gradebook. (See
registration instructions at the end of the syllabus). Also contained in MyOpenMath is the lecture notes,
textbook link, and test review materials.

Calculator: This course requires a scientific calculator. A recommended scientific calculator is the TI-30XS
Multiview. It has math print mode, so it displays exact answers in radical or fraction form. If you already have
a graphing calculator then you may use during the exams.
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Course Description: Topics include an in-depth investigation of trigonometric functions and their graphs,
analytic trigonometry, solutions of triangles, vectors, and analytic geometry.

Objectives:
1) Analyze trigonometric and parametric function properties.
2) Graph trigonometric and parametric functions.
3) Verify trigonometric identities.
4) Solve trigonometric and parametric equations.
5) Solve triangles using the Law of Sines and the Law of Cosines.
6) Analyze the concept of vector and polar coordinates.
7) Investigate properties of conic sections.

Prerequisite: MATH 126 with grades of C or better, or Satisfactory SAT/ACT/Placement Test score. Note: This
course is essential for students planning to take calculus.

GRADING

Grading Policy: All course content, homework, quizzes, exams, and grades are managed in MyOpenMath. The
Canvas gradebook is not used in this course. Final course grades will be determined solely by the gradebook in
MyOpenMath. Your grade will be based on the percentage you earn from online homework assignments,
tests, and the final exam. Students should regularly check their progress in MyOpenMath to ensure accuracy
and stay up to date with their grades. (See more detailed descriptions below.)

e Tests —50% of your overall grade (Note that all tests count. The lowest test is not dropped.)
e Final Exam—30% of your overall grade

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CLASS ASSIGNMENT DETAILS

e Syllabus Quiz — You will begin the course by completing a quiz in MyOpenMath covering the information
and policies laid out in this syllabus. You must earn a perfect score on the Syllabus Quiz before any of the
other assignments will be made available to you. If you do not get a perfect score, review your answers
and this syllabus, and then retake the Syllabus Quiz. You will be given as many attempts as you need to
achieve a perfect score. The Syllabus Quiz will count as one of your homework assignments. Please note
that this assignment (in conjunction with registrating in this course in MyOpenMath) will be used to
verify student participation in the course. Students who do not complete this assignment by Tuesday,
January 27, will be dropped from the course, with tuition and fee liability per the Course Registration &
Withdrawal CSN policy. Policy details are given later in this syllabus.

e Homework Assignments — You will be responsible for submitting weekly online homework assignments.
Each week there will be a group of homework section assignments due on Sunday nights at 11:59pm. All
online homework assignments will be completed in MyOpenMath. Your first homework assignment is due
Sunday, 1/25. Each week there are multiple sections of homework due, so you will want start working
immediately once the course begins. These homework assignments make up 20% of your overall grade.
These homework assignments are not something you can finish in an afternoon. There are numerous
problems to do so it’s best to work on it in short chunks several times a week versus spending hours and
hours on one day. The attached MOM registration instructions will explain how to access the homework.

e Tests — There will be 3 paper and pencil, closed-book tests. (see schedule for dates and which sections
each exam covers). You are NOT allowed any notes on Tests 1, 2, or 3 (no notecards are allowed either). |
will have sample exams for the exams which are available from my website and MyOpenMath. Each test
will be done with paper and pencil outside of MyOpenMath. Each exam will be open for four days in the
three main CSN testing centers. Test 1 will be open from 2/17/26 to 2/19/26. Test 2 will be open from
3/30/26 to 4/2/26. Test 3 will be open from 5/4/26 to 5/7/26. You can take the exams in the
testing center anytime during these windows by making an appointment in RegisterBlast. The testing
centers are open Monday through Friday from 8am to 5pm (last test given at 3pm). Be sure to bring a
government issued ID (CSN IDs are not accepted). A scientific or graphing calculator is allowed for the
tests as long as it is not on a mobile device. You must bring your own calculator. No books or notes are
allowed. The average of Test 1, Test 2, and Test 3 make up 50% of your overall grade.

e Final Exam — The final is a departmental, comprehensive, closed book exam which will be open in the
three main CSN testing centers from 5/11/26 to 5/14/26. You can take the exams in the testing center
anytime during this window by making an appointment in RegisterBlast. Some formulas will be provided.
You MAY NOT use your mobile device as a calculator during a test, however you may bring your own
scientific or graphing calculator. The final exam is worth 30% of your overall grade. There are no redos or
makeups for the final exam.

e Extra Credit — In MyOpenMath, there will be an online test review assignment for each exam that will
become available the week before each exam. This will allow you to earn up to 5% that will be added to
your exam percent. These assignments resemble the problems on the sample exams and are designed to
help you review for the exam. In addition, your two lowest homework scores from the whole semester will
be dropped. Besides these, no other extra credit assignments will be offered.
